     Toby Keith has never had problems proving he’s All American.  His music, his interviews, his style of living makes him Country Music’s voice of patriotism and encouragement.  

Toby Keith has consistently pushed for strong family values without denting the presentation of strength required to reach the following generations.

With that said…why wouldn’t you expect Broken Bridge to be brought to life?

The film opens with a snapshot of a present America—brothers and uncles enlisted in a war they didn’t start but feel a need to be part of a protected nation.  Without a breath taken twenty one soldiers are lost in a routine practice mission—five of which grew up in the same small Tennessee town.

The silence you feel in your heart is real.  The music that fills your ears are the very lyrics that have helped countless amounts of changing people who’ve acquainted themselves with what is right or wrong and when is it the best time to react?
Interestingly enough, the format used to share the story reminds me of how producers and directors captivated music fans during the Elvis Presley years.  Storyline, song, storyline, song—it doesn’t have to be a great song, just let it be Toby Keith.  One problem…because it is Toby, the soundtrack will probably reach multitudes of compact disc players before the movie makes it to a screen.

Lindsey Haun’s song Broken nails the essence of the film.  But can America handle it?  I still get emails from viewers who felt it was too early to release a movie about The World Trade Center.  

Broken Bridges could be about any family in anywhere USA.  Communities grow, age and break up before someone realizes that time is nothing more than a heartless alien controlling the emotions of people dreaming of slowing it down.

Broken Bridges is genuine, Hollywood doesn’t attempt to impersonate a true southern accent, being from CMT, they aim their rich traditional spirit right at the soul of this nation’s most compassionate people.  Whip out a paint brush and whitewash the columns with honest country music dotted with Christian type values that don’t invade your private upbringing.   

I wanted to see more Burt Reynolds!  I wanted to know about why his role of a Robert D Raiford type curmudgeon came into being.  Even Willie Nelson’s limited role makes you wish they had dropped the anchor into their connection to Bo Price (Toby Keith.)  

The scene that steals the soul belongs to Lindsey Haun, a television character actor since 1991.  I won’t spoil the moment by describing with words printed on thin paper.  You’ll just know when it hits you.

Two Toby Keith scenes have the power to invite held back decade old emotions—his first conversation with his daughter and the two of them putting rhyme and reason into a song she pens out.  The Toby Keith featured in that scene makes non-believers into new fans.  Without a thought lost, he suddenly becomes one of us.
