Spike Lee shoots from the hip in this set to real life mock-umentary—a self guided historical tour from the uncivilized state of our union in 1860 to the present.  His goal is to simply answer, what if?

Lee’s picture paints the tale of continued growth by means of a cotton driven economy sautéed with a national southern accent, continued slavery, a president named Lincoln who goes underground to flee from his people and a well received Adolph Hitler.

Spike Lee fails to recognize a major chunk of Americana that infected the pores of a newly freedomized nation—the millions of Native Americans whose lives were fiercely interrupted in the days that followed the Civil war.  

Am I to assume that the state of Colorado didn’t make it illegal for Native Americans to live on their soil?  Where does General George Custer play in the annals of Spike Lee’s Confederate States of America?  Often called a brave rule breaking leader, how powerful might he have become if the Sioux and Crow nations didn’t circle his last stand?

Mr. Lee also took his eyes of the common people of the south, those who didn’t own slaves but believed in a better way of life for all people.  The very brothers and sisters who would still stand today against someone as ruthless as Hitler and not idolize him as portrayed.  
Honestly, if Spike Lee wanted to make an impact with CSA Confederate States of America, his strength as a writer, producer and director would have drawn cheers from the multitudes of millions trapped inside Corporate America—this is the old south that seems to have been legalized.
