Kinnear is inventor Bob Kearns.  Sadly, at times, he’s the only one who shows up to pull off the tale.  Even famed actor Alan Alda seems so stereotypical.  He’s an old lawyer who wants to settle out of court…the only scene he heats up is a discussion with Bob about thinking about the thousands he could make versus the apology he truly wanted.

Flash of Genius is 100% American made.  It puts the little guy first.  It unveils a side of the creative world that big businesses love to cash in on and like most cases, they end up getting the golden ring the easy way…steal it.
