Is it a hoot or a miss for Jimmy Buffet?  

Famous for his margarita’s and flamboyant Florida Keys lifestyle, the singer/writer turned movie producer has scripts to his right and directors to his left—his current cheeseburger in paradise is what he’d like to see set the standard for better family classics and less boring attempts at keeping kids occupied.  

“I have to sit through those films too,” Buffet laughed out loud at a post premiere interview and performance at Charlotte’s Regal Cinema Theater at Stonecrest.  

It was part of a forty city close circuit performance that put magic back into every reason why you shouldn’t leave at the first sight of credits.  
Carl Hiaasen’s Hoot is a self inspired story based on the preserving one of Florida’s best kept secrets—owls that burrow deep into the ground rather than hang out in trees.  

“As a child, I hated the idea of tractors and graders showing up on my block.  We physically did all we could as kids to save the owls.  We pulled our share of stakes from the ground.  Sadly, it only slowed them; thousand of owls were buried alive.”

 “I loved the story!” Buffet admits.  “Not because it speaks of the waves and seaside fun of the state I ambassador, but the children’s tale is loved by massive amounts of teachers and students across the country.”
The evidence was in the line at Regal Cinema—fans stood, sat, laid down in piles for two hours to get their shot at being the first in the Carolina’s to see Hoot.  The film was officially declared sold out an hour before being digitally displayed, the hundreds who were turned away are being sent special tickets to see the movie on a different date.

Was Hoot worth the wait?

Theater goers loved the wholesome message delivered by actors Luke Wilson, Robert Wagner, Brie Larson and teen heartthrob Cody Linley.  From loving the real burrowing owls to calling it the perfect kid flick, the reaction proved to be welcomed warmth.
Its success now sits in the pockets of those who haven’t read the story and don’t find inner peace hugging trees and caring for natures pets.
